All those doubts and criticism expressed when
the idea of a Cup for Football League Clubs
was first formulated in Season 1960/61 has
long since evaporated as ‘hot air® usually does.
Perhaps the progress of each season’s com-
petition since its inception has been more un-
predictable than the F.A. Cup, so we have had
winners of the trophy whom most followers
of the game would classify as unfashionable.
The first few finals were played on a Home and
Away basis. Aston Villa won the first ever Final
against Rotherham United. The Villa also ap-
peared in the 1962/63 Final, but their local
rivals Birmingham City won this one. The last
final to be played on the Home and Away basis
was in 1965/68, and the following year history
was made when as befits a major competition
the Final was played at Wembley Stadium and
a full house of 100,000 saw the defeat of First
Division West Bromwich Albion by Third Divi-
sion Queens Park Rangers by 3 goals to 2. Over
the years it seems First Division Clubs have
struggled to reach Wembley in the League Cup
Final. For instance last season's final was en-
acted between two Second Division Clubs, Aston
Villa and Norwich, both now, of course back in
the top flight." Last season’s competition in fact
produced probably the most freakish results
ever in the short history of the competition.
There was not even a First Division Club re-
presented in the Semi-Finals, and some of the
garlier rounds provided shocks such as the de-
feat of Derby County by struggling South-
ampton in the Second Round. Swindon Town’s
defeat of the mighty Arsenal at Wembley in
1969 must surely rank as the most sensational
Final of all time to date.

The First Round of the competition this season
is on a Home and Away basis so the prospect of
an early elimination from the competition has
been minimised.

Many of you will have noticed that we employ
uniformed Commissionaires at our home fix-
tures. Some of them are from the Corps of
Commissionaires, an organisation founded in
1859 to find suitable jobs for ex-Servicemen of
good character. It started with eight members,
all of whom had lost a limb in action, and today
has a strength of about 4,000 of whom nearly
half work in London.

In the days when the Corps was in its infancy,
men in the ranks seldom had much education
and the employment open to members was
usually that of messenger or doorkeeper. The
word ‘‘commissionaire’” which has since passed
into the English language, was imported from
the French by the Founder of the Corps as
indicating one who could be trusted with a
message, money, or a post of duty; and it was
with this simple kind of work that the Comm-
issionaire became identified in the public mind.
The retired Serviceman of today is as well edu-
cated as the next man, and members of the
Corps now hold with distinction many and
varied posts of responsibility in almost every
kind of commercial undertaking.

Unfortunately this is not always
so and although the percentage
of problems in relationship to
the total number of people atten-
ding games is small, the publicity
that incidents must receive, be-
cause it is news, is having grave
effects upon the future of our
game. Vieclence within the
crowds, confrontation with the
Paolice, fights between rival supp-
orters with each group taunting
the other, vandalism on trains
and destruction of property en
route to stadiums, must deter
many people from attending a
match. Older folk and women
who do not wish to be pushed
and jostled, young children who
are not allowed by their parents
to go to a game because of the
fear of injury; all are denied their
pleasure by the action of a few
who wish only to hide in a crowd
and enjoy in their words “the
aggro and a punchup”.

The economic situation within
the Football League is in many
ways desperate as Clubs with

large increases in running costs
are experiencing dwindling atien-
dances and are only able to con-
tinue due to the generosity of
Bank Managers allowing large
overdrafts or Club Directors
footing the bill. With these prob-
lems we need greater atiendances
and not the loss that we are ex-
periencing at the moment.
Football is for the people, so let
us all make every effort to see
that an afternoon at a football
game is the enjoyable oceasion it
should be.

To all those people, | would not
call you supporters, who want
the “aggro”’, please do not bother
to come to our Club. If you wish
to fight join the local boxing club,
and let’s see how brave you are
in @ ring on your own, and not
“running” with the mob. You
are not welcome and | assure you
that we shall do all in our power
to rid our Club of your type.
With the aid of the Police and
the local Magistrates we shall see
that the severest penalties will be
imposed upon you.

With the full co-operation of the
Police greater crowd control is
already in progress. People will
be restricted from free movement
within the ground. Unfortunately
decent people will suffer but it is
necessary at present. Qur organi-
sed travel and the identity card
system recently put-into opera-
tion by our Supporters Club will
in time sort out the trouble-
makers. We intend to win, we do
not wish a confrontation with
you, all we ask is please stay
away. We the majority want to
enjoy our sport so let us assist by
co-operating with the Police in
every way possible.

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Improvements

Most  of you must have heard
through the media of the very
strong instructions issued to Foot
ball Clubs by peopie at very high
level following discussions between
the Minister of Sport, The Football
Association and The Football Lea-
gue to carry out improvements 1o
Grounds to cut down the incidence
of Crowd Hooliganism. We at Mill-
wall after eonsultations with the
Police and acting on their advice
have teken certain precautions. One
of these will effect those spectators
entering the ground from the llder-
ton Road end of the ground. In
order to prevent certain elements
from moving from that end of the
ground during the match to make
confrontation with the regular Mill-
wall Supporters who stand behind
the Cold Blow Lane goal, a gate has
been erected at the end of the rail-
ings leading from the touchiine to
the top of the main North Terrace
which faces the Stand. This gate
will be kept locked. The idea we are
trying to foster is for the ‘Away’
Spectators to eater from llderton
Road and remain at that end. We
are aware of course that this may
well mean that seme of our own
Supporters who enter at the llder-
ton Road end will not be able to
move to the other end if they want
to. Until some other arrangements
can be made may we suggest that
if you do wish to stand at the Cold
Blow Lane end of the ground you
enter by the turnstiles at that end.
We are sorry for any inconvenience
this may cause, but we feel that this
inncvation together with others we
have made will reduce the possi-
bility of erowd hooliganism.
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This introduction to our visitors has been produced as a four page section, and if carefully detached from the main programme, will form a comprehensive guide of all the visiting

teams to The Den this season.

It must be a rare event when
two Clubs find themselves meet-
ing four times during a season.

Millwall’s football team may have been relegated to the
Third Division — but their Supporters’ Club have pro-
duced an idea to beat soccer’s train wreckers.
The Supporters’ Club issued photo identification cards
to the 240 fans who made Saturday’s trcuble-free rail
trip to Halifax for the season’s opening game.

Fans were warned that anyone who damaged the seven- -

carriage train, chartered exclusively for Millwall, would
have their card coniiscated. They would lose Supporters’
Club membership and privileges.

Saturday’s return fare was £4 plus 50p for compulsory
Supporters’ Club membership. | had to join to get on

the train, the 10.13 from Kings Cross, and so did photo-

grapher Milton Wordley.

Supporters’ Club official Tom McGrath said: “About a
dozen without cards tried to get through the barrier at
Kings Cross but | turned them away.”

If they were still keen to reach Halifax the cheap day
return fare was £7.34 — an indication of the penalty of
having a card confiscated.

There were no police on the train,apart from the driver
and guard the only British Rail employee was the buf-

fication cards before being allowed on the train at

was brought on board, and at the end of the trip empties
were collected by Millwall’s dozen stewards.

Tickets were taken on a sale or return basis — an im-
portant innovation when increased fares have priced
football specials out of the market for many clubs.
Pensioners John and Amy Beamish, of Chilton Grove,
Deptford, made the seven-hour return trip in trouble- -
free comfort, never bothered by the boisterous fans
occupying most of the train.

Mr Beamish, 68, said: “I’m sure this scheme will make
a difference. Troublemakers will be hit in the pocket,
and that will make them think.”

His daughter Sylvia, a 39-year-old costing clerk, said:
“Millwall fans have had a bad name ever since the pitch
invasion when some of them rushed referee Norman
Burtenshaw.

(That was in 1967, and Millwall were fined £1000.)
“We've never been allowed to forget it, but this gives
fans the chance to show what they can do when they're
responsible for something themselves.”

At the match, Halifax youths pelted Millwall fans on
the tefraces with bricks and bottles; one supporter, who
had travelled independently, was struck on the head
and another was ejected from the ground.

But those who'd travelled on the train appeared deterred
from wholesale retaliation and local police, who had
been informed of the scheme, were impressed by the
restraint shown by the majority.

Patrick O'Reilly, of Peckham Park Road, has been
watching Millwall for 19 years and seen soccer vialence
at close quarters.

“An idea like this makes trouble all the more pointless.
Hooligans will just cost themselves money and end up
being banned from their own ground as well. “The re-
sult: Halifax 1, Millwall 2.
