£15,000 to Darlington for the
likeable striker, half-way thr-
ough last season. First came a
period when Fddie was train-
ing up at Feethams until find-
ing accommodation down in
Colchester. Then when he
did begin to show, he so
unluckily sustained a broken
ankle ironically in the process
of scoring his first goal in U's

colours. This was in the 4—0
win over Portsmouth last
March

Even this season Eddie has
not been 100 per cent fit but
has shown great character on
battling on with Achilles tro-
uble. He landed his third goal
of the campaign — the all
important first against Black-
pool last Saturday. Twenty
seven year old Rowles has
been around but has a good
scoring record.

Born at Bournemouth he has
played in turn for AFC Bour-
nemouth, York City, Torquay
and Darlington.

So Rowies junior, also
hit the sporiing trail and one
man who had much to do
with faunching his career was
the then Portsmouth manager
Gerry Smith who recommen-
ded him to Bournemouth.

What games does Eddie recall
most? Well only ane really.

A replay,
in fact, for Bournemouth had
torced a yoalless draw at Dean
Court. The replay in front of
54,000 was pretty convineing
— a3 4—-1 Liverpool win. But
Eddie will never forget the
thrill of appearing in front of
the Anfield Kop against tha
likes of Tommy Smith, lan
Callaghan, Chris Lawler and
Tony Hateley.

I ddie enjoyed his soccer at
Darlington even though there
weres No great successes. He
once scored both goals in a
2—0 win against Colchester at
Feethams little realising he
would wind up at Layer Road
tddie is married and he and
his wife, Brenda, have an

Only Colchester supporters of
a special age will really reme
mber the immediate post war
years of professional football

at Layer Road. Bul 8 few
facts of those 1937 to 1939
days will serve as eye openers
to the younger followers of
the U's.

Colchester United were for-
med in 1937 and had two
very successful seasons in the
Southern League 1o serve as
the platform for ultimate
rootball League election after
the war years.

The immediate honours were
to win the Southern League
Cup in 1937-38 and the Sou
thern League championship in
1938-39 and the players of
those days were just as big
idols as the Bobby Goughs
and Micky Cooks of today
Notably, they included many
named performers who had
starred in the top flight. |
suppose the greatest star in
that Layer Road firmament
was Alec Cheyne a skilled
Scottish international inside
forward who had played for
Aberdeen and Chelsea. Cheyne
was in the famous Scottish
team that beat England so
handsomely in 1929 and be-
came known for ever more as

the “Blue Devils™.

I'he main goal man was: bust-
ling centre forward Arthur
Pritchard. He hadn't much
finesse but he knew where the
back of the net was alright.
At the back George Leslie, 3
sturdy central defender, was a
greal favourite. He achieved
fame for being a member of
the famous Walsall team that
knocked Arsenal out of the
FA Cup in the early 1930s
Manager Ted Davis, a former
Huddersfield Town player,
certainly assembled a talented
squad that captured the imag-
ination.

The first League Saturday
game at Layer Road was so
appropriately against Ipswich
Town who were then in the
second season as a professional
club. The result was a 3—3
draw before a crowd of over
10,000 and don't ask me how
this gathering managed to
squeese  inio the primative
ground as it was then!

(Gates averaged around 5,000
to 6,000. Later the return
game with lpswich at Portman

Road drew a staggering crowd
of nearly 24,000 and this was
a non-League match remem
ber. The game was like some:
thing out of a boy's paper,
with such an unhappy seqguel
for the U's. They led 2—1
with three minutes left and
losi 3—2 with Colchester
‘keeper  Ronnie Dunn 1o
blame. |t was said he wept
and could not be consoled in
the dressing room afterwards.
From that point on Ipswich
went from strength 1o strength
won  the championship and
were elected into the Third
Division (South).

The U's then dominated the
Southern League themselves
winning the title the next
season from QGuildford City.
Some new taces appeared not
ably Bill Light who came from
West Brom, former Fulham
full back Joe Birch and Len
Astill a sleek left wingar who
had starred in the lpswich
siicesss. |1 was Astill who got
the winning goal that sealed
the championship against |ps-
wich Town Reserves at Port
man Road on the last day of
the season. The score 3—2
and the gate an astonishing
near 12,000! Yes those really

were great days. B.W.
