Dick Mattick Takes a Nostalgic look at a
Goalscoring Phenomenen

Most goals for Swinden in a Leagus maich.
Most goals for Swindon m a season. Most
goals for Swindon 1n a career. All these
records belong to one man, David Hyman
Morrs, better known as Harry. Remarkable
as his goal scorng statishcs of 47 gosls m =
season and 217 m a career are, they do scant
justice to a remarkable man. In the late
twenties and early thirties the cry "Give it to
Morns" was as common at the County
Cround as the chant of “Lou Macan's red
and white army” is 1eday. ey

Bom in London ke played for the Lendon
Schoolboy X1 Between 1817 and 1819 he
was in the army fighting 1n Prance butstll
finding time to play a lot of army football. A
Fulharn scout spotted lnm in a Sunday
morming match and following one tmal maich
for Fulham ressrves in which he notched
four goals he was signed on professional
terms by the Creven Coliage Club. After
one season with Fulham he moved to
Brentford and then to Millwall. He finally left
London and moved 1o Swansea. Here, despi-
te sconing twelve goals in twelve first team
appearances he was unable 1o get a regular
place as the Second Divisen Club had the
Welsh mtemational centre forward, Jack
FPowler, on their bocks. This enabled Swin-
don's Secretary Manager 1o persuades himto
come to Swindon at the start of the 1926-27
SEeason.

The headlines on his first appearance for
Swinden, home match versus Scuthend Un-
ited read as follows MORRIS LEADS
ATTACK WITH RARE SKILL, - THREE
GOALS AGAINST SOUTHEND. A headed
deflection from a cross by Denyer and a fine
narrow angled shot following good work by
Walsh gave Swindon a half time lead A
second half penalty sealed the peints for
Swindon and a hat-frick for Harry. A debut
hat-tnck i1 by nc means unigue, indeed
Kelly and Mayes have both pericrmed this
feat for Swindon. However, two days later, in
his second game Harry Moms incredibly
scored ancther hat-mick. This tme it was
Exeter City who were the victims.

The Football Pink of the time descmbed
Morris as follows “of sturdy build and fine
physique Morms seemns to be just made for
his job and by the look of him one would
take him to be capable of standing the
hurley burley of the mest strenucus foothall
He has shown that he can mifuse any amount
of dash imto his play but with the dash s
blended skill and mielligence showing that
he has made 3 through study of the game’
1t was in his first season that Hany set up has
record of most goals 1n 3 season the forty
seven goals he scored taking Swindon
fifth place m the :able It was m this season
that Harry set the record for most goals (5)
scored by a Swindon player in & League
match. This 1s now a record equalled by
Keith East. However, while Keith East only
managad il once, Harry Morns did ! twice.
The first occasion came on December 18th
in the home maich with Queens Park
Rangers which Swindon won by six goals to
two. Three seasons later on 26tk Apnl 1930
he did it agaik sconng &ll five goals i a five
ene victory at NMorwich

A close look at the Cup run of the 1928-28

season gives as an mdication both of Momis'
style of play and his mmportance m the
Swindon side of this period, In Round Three
1t was two goals by him that gave Swandon a
well ment=d two one home victory over the
famous Newcastle United. “The Mystery
International” wniting in Athleic News re-
marked that Swindon did not have fo bang
cut their best 1o win and went on to desonbe
the Morms goals. The first was the result of
fastening on 1o a leng through ball and
finishing from & narrow angle (Harry limself
rated this the best goal he ever scored for
Swindon). The second, a close range eficrt
resulted from being 1o the right place at the
right time anc¢ shooting home s rebound
from the keepsr. The success of the Swin

don centre forward on this day was made all
the mors remarkable o that he was being
marked by Hill an Englsh International
captain and acknowledgsd as one of the
grestest pivots of the day

Having overcome the Magpies Swindon had
1o travel t6 Twi Moor for the Fourth Round
clash with Burnley. When after twenty nine
minites they led by thres goals, two of tham
from Harry Momnis it seemed Swinden were
through. One reporter described Morms as
having a paralysing effect on the home
defence and claimed he might have had a
dozen geals with a Iittle more luck. Then

with that mfunatng habit of snatching failure
from the jaws of victory, ofien displayed by
Swindon sides, the Lancashire Club were
allowed to score thre2 and eam a replay
This tumed out to be a blessing mn disguise
as 1t merely enabled a 2400 crowd to
wilmess a three two Swinden victory m the
replay. Poor old Harry was mmjured early in
the game and iorced 1o leave the fisld

There were no subsufuies i those days and
he returned 1o devastahing effect noming
home a Denyer cross from just inside the six

yard box for the deciding goal

Reports of the Fifth Round matchses wath
“laucky” Arsenal indicate how Moms' per-
formance was usually a weather vane of
Swindon's success or failure. On an Arcuc
County Ground piich Roberis man for man
mark=d Morris and earned a mi! ml draw for
Arsenal which they followed up with a ons
nil wm a Highbury.

Al five feet nine inches, Harry was compara
tively short for 2 cenire forward and =
relatively small number of his goals were
scored with his head. Indeed, accordimg
contempones s elbows were more msiru-
mental in causing havoe in oppesing de-
fences as his head. A shoulder charge from
his shardy owelve stone frame often removed
defenders rom hus path. Superb hiness
spead of the mark and coolness in beating
the keeper in one on one sHfuahons seem «©
b= the ss5215 that enabled nm 1o be such =
prolific scorer. His harrying {sorry about the
pun) of defenders 1s often commented onir
reporis ¢l the time and this meant that while
he mimsslf may not have scored. luckisss
defenders put through thewr own goals or lef!
cpenings for his team mates

It is worth remembenng that the cffside law
was changed so that a forward needed 1o
have only two opponents between him and
the goal instead of three. This undoubtediy
assisted Swindon's scoring supremo wi
abality to nutpace defenders and fasten on
through balis was thus made more dangsr-
ous: Many of these through balls wers
supplied by Harry's inside colleague Alec
Wall and it 15 mark of his respec: for the
former Everton player that he was con
vinced Swinden would have won promotcn
m 1927 had not Wall broken his leg mn 2
Christmas fxmre with Merthyr that season
In sach of the seven ssasons he wore the
Swindon shirt Harry Morns finished as ¢
Club's top scorer. Sadly as the years wen:
by the number of goals he scored fell and
with it 50 did Swindon's posizon 1 the table
Finally in the 1932-33 ssason Harry was 1op
scorer with twelve gcals but Swindon
finished botiom of the League. Sirangely his
last goal for Swindon like hisfirsi came m a
match with Southend.

Harry returned !0 his native London and
after a spell with Clapton Cnient moved nic
coaching with Cheltenham and then with
Gothenburg in Sweden. With the coming of
war Harry moved Into goverment services
m that country. When he eventually retired
he had moved on to the Uniied States where
he died only recently.

What next? no
one at Wembley for the Cup final? or
even more ludicrous playing on
plastic!
