Middlesbrough continue to set the pace at the top of the
Division with a 1-0 home win over Tranmere Rovers and
last Saturday's 1-1 draw at Plymouth, with new signings
from Watford, Willie Falconer and Paul Wilkinson, scoring
respectively to continue their good start for their new club.
. Boro'were fortunate to take a point from Home Park with
Argyle's Martin Barlow missing a second half penalty with
the Pilgrims already a goal up.

Another 'in form’ side, Ipswich, pleased Manager John
Lyall with their performance at Portman Road last
Saturday, beating Bristol City 4-2, with strikers Chris
Kiwomya and Paul Goddard on target again for the
Suffolk side. Adelighted Lyall said after the match, “l was
disappointed with our performance in the first half but in
the second the game got better and better. We have
learned to keep playing and to make something happen.
In a similar position last season, we would have stopped
playing and settled for a draw”. Ipswich left their victory
late with two goals in the last four minutes, although the
attendance at Portman Road was disappointingly below
10,000. Ipswich were without centre back Tony Humes,
who has undergone surgery on a broken arm received
at Newcastle. Canadian International, Frank Yallop,
stepped in.

East Anglian neighbours, Cambridge United, slipped up
at Portsmouth, being comprehensively beaten 3-0 at
Fratton Park, despite Pompey being without their regular
goal scorer Guy Whittingham. Portsmouth Manager Jim
Smith, who replaced Frank Burrows in June this year,
explained his game plan - “I have been on the end of
hidings from these Wimbledon type teams but | have
always said that you have to have moral courage to
defend against them, then courage to go forward and
play”. Cambridge Captain, Colin Baillie, remained
confident after the set back - “We were on the receiving
and from start to finish. It was one of those days when the
harder you try, the worse it gets. We are all feeling sorry
for ourselves and we let everybody down, but | am sure
we will overcome it." Perhaps John Beck's side had their
thoughts on the midweek cup tie at Old Trafford?

Derby County Manager, Arthur Cox, has been permitted
to dip into the transfer market following his side's
disappointing startto the campaign. Arriving at the Baseball
Ground is former Rams' favourite Bobby Johnson, who
joins the club ona month's loan from Leeds United, where
his first team action has been restricted to only two full
appearances last season. Davidson, now aged 32, scored
83 goals in 206 games in his first spell at the club. Cox
has also brought in 6'4" striker lan Ormondroyd, who has
joined the club on a three month loan with a view to a more

permanent move. Ormondroyd appears surplus to

Atkinson's squad at new look Aston Villa, whom he

joined for £650,000 from Bradford City in 1989 although
restricted fo only 55 appearances producing only 6 goals.
Davidson celebrated his debut back at the Baseball
Ground with a goal in County's 3-1 win over Brighton
last Saturday.

Newcastle Manager, Ossie Ardiles, is feeling the pressure
of his side's poor form, which sees the club third from
bottom of the League, with only one win in their opening
nine games. Adejected Ardiles said, after another defeat,
this time at the hands of Millwall at the Den last week,
“This job is harder than | thought. Both the players and
myself are under pressure, but I'm not complaining. |
can't have a go at the players - they're giving me 100%
and | believe in them. It might take time but we'll get it
right.” In midweek, star striker Mike Quinn, scored his
200th league goal from the spot agamsl Ipswich. Quinn,
who spent a short sentence in prison for driving offences
whilst at Portsmouth, has scored his double century in
429 games, which have been for Wigan, Stockport,
Oldham, Portsmouth, and current club, Newcastle.
The arrival of several new players at Blackburn Rovers
has left former Rover's favourites, Simon Garner and
Frank Stapleton, out in the cold and looking for new clubs.
A disgruntled Garner, who has made 459 appearances,
scoring 163 goals since his debut in September 1978,
said, following his relegation to the substitutes bench,
“When the new manager is named, | am going to be the
first one knocking.on his door. Ideally, | want to stay with
Rovers and play in Division One with them. One way or
the other, | want it sorted out.” Last season’s striking
partner, Frank Stapleton, was given a free transfer in the
summer but has not yet found a new club. 35 year old
Stapleton, who has made 70 international appearances
for the Republic of Ireland is desperate - “I'm worried.
For the first time in 19 years | don't know what the future
holds. | reckon I've got a season left in me as a player.
I just want a club.” Stapleton has applied for the vacant
manager’s post at Ewood Park but is considered an
outsider to land the post.

NICKY HAMMOND

FINGERS CROSSED

When you come face to face with Nicky Hammond it is
hard to realise that he only took up goalkeeping because
he was too fat to run around the field, The slimline
custodian, who hardly loaks strong enough to withstand
the physical buffeting of the modern game, laughs:

"l have been playing In goal since | was nine . . . It is true
| was over weight in those days, badly over weight, and |
didn't fancy running around for sixty minutes or so. . lwenlt
to a local club and told them | was a goalkeeper and have
been ever since.."

Nol a bad one either. Good enough anyway to atiract the
attentions of Arsenal when he left school at 16. They
signed him as an apprentice and a year later gave him a
professional contract.

Says Nicky: “Working with Bob Wilson was fantastic for
me as a young boy. Bob came in two days a week and
trained with all the goalkeepers. My very first season | was
with Pat Jennings, which was a great experience, then
John Lukic and Rhys Wilmott who is now at Plymouth,

“Itis an education just lo watch Pat. Itis difficult to be able
to copy him because he is such an individual with his own
ways and technique. But | learned a lot from John. For a
big guy he s a superb shot-stopper - gets down so quickly.
So it was three years of superb education in the art ol
goalkeeping.

“I was third choice and had two good years in the youth
side before gaining experience on loan at Bristol Rovers.”
Young Nicky actually made his League debut for Rovers
in a 2-2 draw with Blackpool on September 27th 1986 -
ironically the same day that Frazer Digby made his League
bow for Swindon against Rotherham United. He made
three appearances in total before further loan spells with
Peterborough United and Aberdeern which Nicky describes
"as a bit of a waste” as he was only with them as cover.
Says Nicky: "l feltitwas time to move on and discussed the
matter with George Graham who agreed to let me go, Lou
Macari came in for me and | signed,

“Frazer had established himself by then so | knew it was
going to be hard to dislodge him particularly as | virtually
had no experience of League football to talk of.

“I had the odd game or two then suffered two broken legs
which wasted two further season.”

F/‘)O

What were Nicky's reactions to these heartbreaking
events?

"To get on with it really. Get back in the gym and work . . .
I think possibly other people worried about it more than
I did. | think a few people at the club, particularly atter the
second break, thought that I wouldn't play again, But such
thoughts never occurred to me. | just knuckled down
and kept working.

“It has always been my way to train as much as possible.
It keeps me sane."

It can be a long lonely road littered with frustrations and
disappointments. But in his loneliness Nicky's true
character emerged and his return to first team action is
just reward for his determination and bravery.

“Touch wood everything is going okay,” he smiles, “The
team are playing well and fortunately | have had a couple
of games and have been pleased with the way | played.”

Itis not easy replacing a favourite like Frazer Digby but the
cheers and applause that greeted Nicky's opéening save
against Bristol Rovers when Dave Wilson gat goalside of
Nicky Summerbee, emphasised their appreciation of the
young man's ability,

Nicky said; | was pleased with that because | think it was
my first touch . . . It is a lot easier now | am a mare
experienced player. It is not like a new adventure to me
anymore, There is a lot of pressure because the results
are so important and it is the old old story that if the
goalkeeper makes a mistake the ball is in the back
of the net. So it is hard. | know that with Frazer being
such an exceptional goalkeeper | have to be spot on
game ingame out . . . It is hard but | wouldn’t want it any
other way."

The battle for places in a lop side such as Swindon's is
always competitive but for a goalkeeper perhaps itis even
harder with just one place available out of eleven.

WATFORD dearly want to celebrate their centenary
season with promotion to The Premier League.
But that winning just one of their opening five games,
and that victory being against Southend United
in the Rumbelows League Cup, they have not
achieved the start they were looking for.

Top scorer in the
youth team last season, he has only just been
upgraded to junior professional yet is already
featuring inthe firstteam.

TOM JONES was cracking jokes, about who
had seen his last goal, after he had netted the
winner against Bristol Rovers the other night.
It is true the popular fullback doesn’t score
many but he has been on the scoresheet
against Watford before.

Ohyes. Tom scored our third, and the winner, in
a 3-2 win at Vicarage Road in October 1988.
Duncan Shearer had scored the firstand ‘Bobby’
Barnes the second.

That was our first meeting with Watford in
the League since April 1979 and in the six
games we have played since then we have
only lost one - the home match last April,
which finished 2-1 in favour of the Hornets.

Steve White has scored in all his
appearances here against Watford,

Steve White scored our solitary effort and it is
Interesting to note that Steve has scored in all
three games he has played at the County Ground
against Watford.

In 1989 Steve earned us a point in a 1-1 draw
and the following season he added to an earlier
strike by Duncan Shearer to make it 2-0 in our
favour. So Duncan, like Steve, had netted three
goals against Watford in this period.

Our League encounters with the
Hertfordshire club stretch back to the 1920-

21 season when Town did the double with a
2-0win hereand a 1-0 victory at Cassio Road.
One Swindon star who Watford came to fear
was Harry Morris who, in the 10 League
encounters between the two clubs between
1927 and 1931, scored no less than 15 goals
againstthem. There was just one hat-trick in that
tally, in the 5-0 whitewash in January 1929.

Maurice Owen went one better than that, being
the only Robinto notch two hat-tricks against the
Hornets. His first, in January 1947, was registered
In a 5-0 victory at the County Ground. His
second, on September 6th 1951, helped Town
to their biggest away win. The score 7-1!

There have been only two other hat-tricks
against Watford. Alan Fowler scored three
at Vicarage Road in December 1934, yet still
ended up on the losing side (4-7)! And Harry
Williams grabbed three in a 6-1 win here in
September 1954.

Just before we leave the goalscorers, the name
of Mike Summerbee appearedon the scoresheet
in the 3-3 draw at Vicarage Road in February
1963. It was one of his 39 L.eague goals for us.

So how about it Nicky? You're not going to let
Dad get away with all the glory, are you?

And they were sunk when Rowland struck
a magnificent second for Swindon.
John Trollope floated the ball into the area,
Bryan Hamilton headed it on and the Town
striker sent a waist-high volley flashing into
the net.
