One of the most exciting and attack-minded sides in the First -
Division, and many people’s long-time tip as one of the sides o
watch in the battle for promotion, Bolton come to the County
Ground today on the back of one of the surprise results of the

season so far last Saturday - a 3-1 home defeat at the
hands of bottom-of-the-table Crewe. It was an
inauspicious way for the Wanderers fo celebrate
the 2000th home League game in their history
and was followed by another reverse on
Tuesday night, when they lost 3-2 at

Huddersfield Town.

A run of just one victory in eight League
games earlier in the season - 3-1 at home to
Port Vale in early November - saw the Trotters
slip away from the leading pack, leading record
signing striker Dean Holdsworth to say: “/'d be a
liar if | said the results haven’t got to us. But we have

to keep our heads up and be professional. The desire is there and I'd
like fo think we are capable of going on a good run to get back into

the promotion frame.”

Holdsworth’s words were proved true as Colin Todd's side promptly got
back to winning ways, with that shock defeat to Crewe made all the more
surprising as it was their first such reverse since they lost to QPR way back on
November 7th last year.

In the subsequent 15 games prior to last Saturday they had won 10 and
drawn five, taking 35 out of a possible 45 points. Promotion form indeed, and
mostly achieved without the services of fop scorer Amar Gunnlaugsson, who
was sold to Leicester City for £2 million in December.

Last season’s relegation saw the perhaps inevitable departure of a
number of big names, such as Alan Thompson, Gerry Taggart and Chris
Fairclough, while the dangerous Nathan Blake was transferred to Blackbum
for £4.25m back in November.

~ But there is no doubting Wanderers® pedigree as one of the division’s top
sides. There is international quality running throughout the squad, from
goalkeepers Jussi Jaaskelainen and Keith Branagan to midfielders Mark Fish
and Claus Jensen.
