Appointed as the new Manager of Forest Green Rovers in May
2016, Cooper has certainly settled into life at The New Lawn.

Given the job just before Rovers' 2016 National League Play-Off Final,
the former player put his own stamp on the squad that summer and
went on to lead his side to a historic promotion to the EFLin 2017. He
is now trying to work his magic once again as The Green Devils look
to retain their Sky Bet League Two status.

Son of former Leeds United player Terry, Mark began his playing career
with Bristol City in 1987 and he would be reunited with his father at
Exeter City just two years later. In total, Mark carved out a 22-year
career as a midfielder, taking in 17 clubs overall and making just shy
of 500 appearances.

While still a player, Cooper took charge of Tamwarth and he led them
to the Third Round of The FA Cup on two occasions, holding Stoke City
to a replay at the Britannia Stadium. He was then appointed as the
new Manager of Kettering Town in 2007 and he enjoyed a superb first
season with The Poppies, guiding them to the Conference North Title,
before leading them to the Fourth Round of The FA Cup the following
campaign.

Cooper is of course well known to Swindon fans and, following stints
in charge of Peterborough United, Darlington and AFC Telford United,
he was brought to The County Ground as Kevin MacDonald's Assistant
in 2013, overseeing a defeat to Brentford in the Play-Off Semi-Finals.

And, following MacDonald's resignation in July 2013, Cooper was
handed the top job and led Town to an eighth place finish in his first
season, before reaching the League One Play-Off Final in 2014/15.
Injuries and poor form led to Cooper being dismissed in October
2016 and he ended up finishing the 2015/16 season with Notts
County, before leaving to join Forest Green where he swiftly added a
memorable promotion to his CV.

Gaffer, how beneficial was
the free week in terms of
getting some quality
work into the players
on the training
ground  and
letting
any little
niggles
recover?

“It was two-fold. | was
able to give the players
two days off after the Barnet
game which was important
because there were a couple of
fatigue interviews looking like they
could come and hit us. It was important
that we allowed them two days off after the
Christmas period.

“That then allowed players to have Saturday
and Sunday off and it allowed the players the
chance to spend the time with their families
that they probably didn’t have over Christmas.

People that
help us out on recruitment know what type of
player we're after, they do their due diligence
and we then speak to the players who played
with them, some coaches, the fitness coaches
and we do our homework on them, which is
vital.

“You are always trying to bring in a player that is
different to what you've got or who can improve
what you do, but the character of a player is a
key ingredient to any signing.”
